From the Leverstock Green Chronicle:


1769 - ………… Others appearing on the militia list for this year are: ………….. John Seabrook, a servant from Coxpond; [S265]





1860 - Kelly’s Directory of Hertfordshire for this year  gives quite a lot of information about Leverstock Green


     It tells us that there were four public houses……… The Rose and Crown, proprietor Henry Seabrook





1870 – Kelley’s Directory….. Henry Seabrook "Rose and  Crown"





1882 - Kelly’s Directory …………   New hay dealers in the village are Arthur Franklin and Reuben Seabrook.  I wonder if Reuben was any relation to the Henry Seabrook who ran the Rose and Crown in 1870?    





1886 - Kelly’s Directory …………. Hay dealing has declined slightly, with only William Cooper and Reuben Seabrook listed as dealers. Reuben was now also dealing in straw, no doubt supplying straw for the local cottage industry of straw plaiting. ( Early school logbooks show that children were expected to plait straw at home, before and after school, and sometimes the children plaited straw while sitting round the open fires in the school during oral lessons.) [ S36 p.108 ]  ……………..Another member of the Seabrook clan, Arthur George, had become a boot and shoe maker ( making two in the village with Walter Cook. )…….. . This was in addition to the licensees of Leather Bottle: Arthur Seabrook;





N.B. The way this was listed in Kelly’s suggests that the shoemaker Arthur was not the same as licensee Arthur ( Madge Field and Jill Ray’s grandfather.)





April 2nd 1889 - The village schoolmaster noted the following:





 "Received a note from Herbert Seabrook's (Standard I) parents of which the following is an abstract ` Herbert is not ill but very strange in his manners.  We think of letting him run about for a few days and if not better try further advice.'"  





Sadly Mr. Ford was informed ten days later that Herbert was suffering from St. Vitas Dance.  Although a fairly rare condition, like many of the other illnesses which plagued the local children in Victorian times, this condition can now be cured with antibiotics. [S73]


1890… Kelly’s Directory for this year………





     There seemed to be fewer changes in the commercial sector this year, with Daniel Charge, John and William Child, Walter Cook, William Cooper, George Dell, Thomas Doult, Jane Finch, George  Howlett, James Kentish, Matthew Leno Senior, Robert Norris, William Parkins, William Perry, the three Seabrooks,………….. following the same occupations as before





23rd June 1893 - Herbert Seabrook, aged 11 died after being admitted to the West Herts Infirmary over two weeks previously.  Mr. Ford had not recorded the cause of his death, but over the past couple of years he had suffered  intermittent attacks of St. Vitas Dance, as well as suffering from diphtheria at once stage.  Unusually, the children of the school were encouraged to attend his funeral at Holy Trinity four days later, when Mr. Ford closed the school early to enable himself and the other pupils to attend. [S73, S76]





July 1st 1897 - Mr. Ford, the schoolmaster, sent Joseph Seabrook home sick. Two days later it was confirmed that he had diphtheria. [S73]





1898 – Kelley’s Directory………Other changes showed that ……….Arthur Seabrook at the Leather Bottle, had also become a shopkeeper, making a total of three shopkeepers ( or 5 if you include the fishmongers and the drapers)…………………… Keeping the village supplied with ale was still carried out by a relatively  large number of people. Arthur Seabrook was still at the Leather Bottle,





27th April 1901 - The new vicar of Leverstock Green, the Rev. Arthur Durrant, was obviously causing changes at Holy Trinity which some found unacceptable.  The following was reported in the Gazette with further acrimony to follow at the Vestry for 1902 ( see entry for 5th April 1902):

At the recent vestry meeting at Leverstock Green the Vicar, Rev A Durrant caused some surprise by stating that he had decided to make a change in his warden for the year.  Mr Davis had not always agreed with him, and thinking a little new blood would be beneficial, he nominated Mr Arthur Seabrook.  





Wednesday 6th  November 1901 - Members of the church choir accompanied by the vicar (Rev A Durrant) and Churchwarden (Mr. A Seabrook) and sidemen had their annual excursion





2nd December  1901 - The Scarlet Fever epidemic continued with Sybil Seabrook from the Leather Bottle reported to have the disease.  Other children were to go down with it over the next two months. [S73]

5th April 1902 - for the second year running, the Gazette published details of arguments taking place at the annual vestry meeting.

To have been held on Monday in the Vestry room, but owing to  an unusual number of parishioners congregating it was adjourned to the schoolroom.  There were present Messrs. Jos. Bailey,  J K Hart, W Davis, A Seabrook, ( churchwardens)  …………………. When order was restored he said he would ask Mr Arthur Seabrook to again be his warden.  He had helped him all he could during the past year and he believed he had the good of the parish at heart.  Mr Seabrook accepted the office.   





1902: CORONATION FESTIVITIES AT LEVERSTOCK GREEN 





Unlike the large majority of towns and villages in West Herts. the inhabitants of Leverstock Green  proceeded with the celebration of the Coronation  in accordance with the official programme as arranged, and on Thursday the village was en fete from early morn till dawn………… In the afternoon a series of athletic sports took place and these created considerable interest.  The results were: 100 yards race for boys under 15  1st J Seabrook,…………….. One mile cycle handicap 1st W| Parkins, 2nd  L. Seabrook,





20th June 1903





At the Watford sessions, Lavenner Seabrook was summoned on a charge of cruelty to a horse by travelling it while it was unfit.  He was found guilty and fined £2 including costs.

13th May 1905 -  The following account of a wedding in Leverstock Green appeared in the Gazette:





An extremely pretty wedding took place at the parish church of Holy Trinity Leverstock Green.  The contracting parties being Mr. Herbert Doggett, only son of M G Doggett who for many years has been sexton and Parish Clerk, and Miss Maud Seabrook of Leverstock Green.  The Vicar, the Rev. Arthur Durrant performed the ceremony, and the service was fully choral.  There was a large congregation of villagers to witness the event and much interest was evinced in the proceedings.  The bride was attired in a charming gown, the gift of her aunt and godmother.  The presents were formed a handsome and useful collection numbered upwards of 50. [Gazette 13th May 1905]








Whit Monday, 12th June 1905  - The first major fete and sports to be held in Leverstock Green  took  place on the meadow behind the school…………..Slow Cycle Race 1.  W. Seabrook, decanter…………..  In the evening the prizes were distributed by Mrs.. Durrant to whom a vote of thanks was passed and cheers given at the call of Mr. W.W.Sears.  The Rev A. Durrant suitable replied.  The officials were Messrs W. Wright, A. Seabrook,……….

January 30th 1907 - In what was probably the equivalent of a present day  radio or television party-political broadcast, a mixed concert and political meeting was held in the schoolroom.  “There was a large and enthusiastic audience in the schoolroom at Leverstock Green on Wednesday evening of last week on the  occasion of a political meeting and concert, successfully organised by Hemel Hempstead, Boxmoor and District Conservative and Unionist Association; the local arrangements being made by  Messrs T H Ford, W. Dell, A. Searle and W. Seabrook assisted by a contingent from Boxmoor.”…………….. The speeches were interspersed with …………. some capital humorous songs in character by Mr.W.Dell & Mr.. W.Seabrook both of whom are above the averages of “village comedians”.  Their rollicking songs were all encored.”    [Gazette 2.2.1907]

There was, however, not such a large crowd as last year but this can no doubt be accounted for by the unpleasant weather which prevailed on the day.  The sports this year were held in a meadow next the church kindly lent by Mr. J. Bailey of Chambersbury.  The whole of the arrangements were excellent, and were carried out by a hardworking committee comprising Messrs A. Seabrook,…………… Egg & Spoon Race 1. E. Durrant (workbasket)   2. S. 1908 -  This was the year in which the Victoria County History was published.  In Vol. 2, p.323  it says the following:  …………………  The legacy of Nathaniel Wishart bequeathed in 1900, was represented by consols costing £497 3s in the name of the Rev. A. Durrant( vicar ) and Messers Arthur Seabrook and William Charles Child the Churchwardens. [VCH  vol. 2 p.230 ]

Monday 20th April 1908 - The Easter Vestry of Holy Trinity Church was held in the schoolroom.  “There were present: the Vicar, The Rev. ~Arthur Durrant, Messrs Child & Seabrook (churchwardens),





2nd May 1908 - The landlord of the Leather Bottle featured in the Gazette following a court case the previous week:





“AT ST ALBANS CROWN COURT





A PUBLICAN’S CLAIM





Arthur Seabrook of the Leather Bottle Leverstock Green sued E.E.Shearbun of Buncefield Hemel Hempstead for £9 in respect of goods sold, hire of trap and money lent.


Mr. T. Ottaway, solicitor, of St. Albans appeared for the Plaintiff and asked the defendant how he could pay.


DEF: I am unable to pay at present.


MR. OTTOWAY: What rent do you pay?


DEF: £35 a year.


MR OTTOWAY: You keep a gardener and housekeeper?


DEF: Yes


MR OTTOWAY: Who Pays them?


DEF: My solicitor has got all my affairs in hand and I don’t have £1 a week to live on after he has paid other things.


MR OTTOWAY: Where does the money come from?


DEF: It was under my Mother’s will.  It was a trust legacy.


MR OTTOWAY: How much does it belong to you?


DEF: £3 a week.


MR OTTOWAY: Is that all you get?


DEF: I get fruit, eggs, vegetables etc. but not just at the present time.


MR OTTOWAY: How much is the capital?


DEF: It is £5,000  invested in the Midland & Caledonian Railways.  The Midland is 2 ½% and the Caledonian is 4%.


MR. OTTOWAY: I put it to you that this is rather a fairy tale.  You say you get £3 a week, and you live in a £35 a year house, keep a gardener and a housekeeper.


DEF:It is not, I have an order against me in the High Court.


MR. OTTOWAY: I believe you can pay if you like.


DEF: No I can’t.





An order was made for payment in 25 days. [Gazette May 2nd 1908]





Friday 24th May 1908 - The inaugural meeting of the Leverstock Green Cricket Club was held.  The following report appeared in the Hemel Hempstead Gazette the next day:

CRICKET CLUB:- A special meeting was held in the schoolroom on Friday evening for the purpose of forming a cricket club for the village.  Mr. T.H.Ford presided and there was a good muster present. The fifth annual sports and fete at Leverstock Green took place on Whit-Monday and the result will probably reveal the fact that the proceedings from all points of view were the most successful of the whole series.  The gloriously fine weather made the conditions ideal for such a function and in the midst of picturesque surroundings the visitors had a jolly and health giving time.  It should be stated that the fete this year was organised by the joint committees of the village Cricket and Football Clubs and that the proceeds were in aid of the funds of these recreative organisations instead of the parish room FUND, WHICH HAD BENEFITED IN PREVIOUS YEARS.  THOSE RESPONSIBLE for the arduous work in connection with the arrangements were the following officers:-   Mr. T.H. Ford (Chairman), Mr. A. Seabrook (treasurer), Messers W Dell & G. Webster (hon. secretaries)  Messrs LEVERSTOCK GREEN Thomas, WW Sears, J. Hallett, C Ingham, A.M. Durrant (Rev's son Michael) B. Mayo F. Dell, G. Dell, N. Skeggs, M. Webster, T. Parkins, T. Ingham, O. Puddifoot, A.C. Odell, A. Gill & W. A. Seabrook (committee). ………There was a fairly large attendance at the evening gathering, and the proceedings commenced with an overture by the following instrumentalists: 1st violins Mrs. Durrant and Miss G. Finch; 2nd violin, the Rev. A. Durrant and Miss E. Durrant, cello, Mr. A M Durrant; pianist, Mrs. Umfreville.  The item was exceedingly well rendered and quite a pleasing effect was secured.  The instrumentalists were equally successful in a similar item later in the evening.  A glee party consisting of Miss M E Grover, Miss E. Durrant, and Masters C. & W. Parkins as trebles; Mrs. Durrant and Mrs. Umfreville as altos, Mr. W. Dell and Mr. A M Durrant as tenors and the Rev A. Durrant and Mr. W. Seabrook as basses delighted the audience with three glees, the voices harmonising splendidly together……….. 19010, Kelley’s Directory: …. The commercial sector was shrinking slightly and there was no longer any mention of brick making in the area.  Hay dealing reappears, however, with Reuben Seabrook of Tile Kiln Lane. I'm not sure if this is the same Reuben Seabrook of 18 years earlier, or his offspring.  In any case, perhaps to be in the Kelley's Directory you had to pay, and therefore not everyone would bother to do so.

21 October 1911-   A wedding took place between two well-know Leverstock Green families, the following week being reported in the Gazette as follows:

PRESENTATION TO THE BRIDEGROOM





……………….The bridegroom has been connected with the Church choir for a good many years and the members presented him with a handsome eight-day clock. Seabrook, who can boast the proud record of having been a member of the choir for over 40 years, and is now the Vicars Warden, handed over the gift…





Saturday January 17th 1914 - The 1st Leverstock Green Baden Powell Girl Guides held a very successful concert and play in the school. “The programme opened with an address by Mrs.. TD Cox.  Piano solos were given by Miss Hart, violin solos by Miss A Hart and Mrs.. Gamble,  songs by Mr. W Dell Guide 6 and recitations by Mr.. Wright.  “Cinderella” was performed by: Prince E M Durrant, Mulgy,  L Martin, Baroness S Seabrook; sisters  H Write & O Seabrook, ; Cinderella  Miss Cox;  Lords R patty & G Woolmer, Ladies L Steer & D Turner, Attendant W. Sharp.  The children were admirably trained by Miss Secretan and Captain Cox to whom much praise is due.  Mr. Michael Durrant announced the items and Mrs. TD Cox played suitable music during the play. The absence, through indisposition of the vicar & Mrs. Durrant was much regretted.” [Gazette January 24th 1914]





Monday 4th January 1915: Another different Slate Club Gathering was reported:


SLATE CLUB GATHERING





Mr Halliday presided at a meeting held at the Red Lion in Leverstock Green on Monday evening to consider the advisability of restarting the Hand in Hand Slate Club.  After some little discussion it was decided to hold the club again this year.  The business being concluded a smoking concert took place, where songs were contributed by Messers Halliday, J Seabrook, H Child,  G Wheeler,, S. Lawrence, J Timson, W Dell and A Lawrence.  Recitations by T Parkins,  pianoforte solos by J . Seabrook; concertina solos by Mr J Martin, and a vocal trio of Messers J Seabrook, J Timson and H Child.  Accompanists Messers J Seabrook and W Dell. [Gazette January 9th 1915]





11th December 1915 - The Gazette reported the following:





A  pretty wedding in which a great deal of interest was evinced

 was solemnised at Ht Leverstock Green on Sat.  The bride was Miss Hilda Dell, the youngest daughter of Mr & Mrs J Dell of Mafeking Leverstock Green....The vicar  the Rev Arthur Durrant officiated.  The bride, who was given away by her brother Mr WJ Dell was charmingly attired in ivory satin and lined with veil and wreath of orange blossom and her pretty shower bouquet was composed of chrysanthemums and Madonna Lilies.  She was attended by her two nieces as bridesmaids, the Misses Sybil and Olive Seabrook, (see photo) who were dressed in Saxo blue satin, and hats of black velvet relieved with pink camellias, and they carried shower bouquets of pink carnations.  The best man was trooper F J Chambers, Herts Yeomanry, brother of the bridegroom.  During the signing of the register and as the bride and bridegroom left the church Mrs A Durrant played a wedding March on the organ.  After the ceremony a reception was held at Mafeking, which was attended by many relatives and well wishing friends.  [Gazette December 1915]





Monday 1st May  1916 -   The  HT Vestry meeting was held with the   Rev Durrant in the chair, Messrs A. Seabrook and WC Child were churchwardens. Others present were J Bailey Snr; W Parkins, W Dell; F Dell; W Wright & W Cook.  Mr WC Child presented the accounts.......Vicar said Mr Seabrook his warden wished to retire from office and he  appointed Lord Grimston as his warden (Earl of Verulam’s son) for the ensuing year. He cordially thanked Mr Seabrook for the help that he had been to him over the past fourteen years





1917 - Kelly's Directory for this year was only a little changed from that for 1912. It was, however, noted that Arthur Evans had been knighted, and was now Sir Arthur Evans.M.A……………

Saturday 31st May 1919 -  There was a presentation in the village, reported the following week as follows:-





“On Saturday 31st May a presentation was made to Mr.. W.C. Child as an appreciation of his good work in the parish of Holy Trinity, Leverstock Green , as Sunday School teacher, people’s warden, and organist for many years.  The presentation took the form of a gold watch, with inscription, and an illuminated address, with list of subscribers as follows:

15th November 1919 -  In the West Hertfordshire League Division II Leverstock Green v. Watford Christchurch Football match was held at Leverstock Green. The score was Watford - 4; Leverstock Green  - 0.  Leverstock Green’s team comprised : Lea, Odell, A. Hobbs, Snoxhall, F. Seabrook and S. Hobbs, C.Parkins, W. Parkins, Parry, Botright, and Brigginshaw.  The following week Leverstock Green would be playing Tring FC at Leverstock Green. [Gazette 22/11/1919 p.8]





28th August 1920 -  the following note on Leverstock Green’s Football Club appeared in the Hemel Hempstead Gazette:





Mr.. L.R. Seabrook is this year the Secretary of the Leverstock Green Football Club whose headquarters will be at “The Leather Bottle”.  





5th & 6th October 1921 -   The weekend’s Gazette reported as follows: Two highly successful evenings marked the opening of the winter sessions at the Leverstock Green memorial Hall, and Wed evening’s whist drive proved a popular attraction, many of the villagers attending.  The gents prize was won by Mr. Leslie Seabrook and the ladies was carried…………

1st November 1924 : The wedding took place of a young couple who were to become two of the most well known residents of Leverstock Green, as they were later to run the Leather Bottle for many years.  The following report of their wedding appeared the following week:

The marriage took place on Sat last at the parish church of Miss Olive Victoria Seabrook, elder daughter of Mr & Mrs A Seabrook of the Leather Bottle, Leverstock Green to Mr Cecil Charles Parkins, second son of the late Mr. W Parkins and Mrs Parkins of Leverstock Green.  The bride, who was given away by her brother, Mr Leslie Seabrook, wore a dress of ivory crepe de chine, trimmed with silver leaves, her embroidered veil, lent by her aunt, falling from a wreath of orange blossoms.  Her only ornament was a gold locket on a chain, the gift of her father.  She carried a bouquet of a white roses, fern and white heather.  The bridesmaids were Miss Joan Seabrook (niece), Miss Mary Martin (friend), Miss Betty Chambers and Miss Marjorie Dell (cousins).  They were attired in dresses of pale pink charmeuse, with silver tissue and with Grecian style silver head-dress, and carried bouquets of pink carnations and white heather.  Each one also wore a silver bangle, given by the bridegroom.  Mr Harry Parkins attended his brother as best man.  The officiating clergy was the Rev HG Elam, acting vicar of the parish.  The bride’s brother Mr. W Seabrook, was at the organ and played Mendelssohn’s wedding March as the bridal party left the church.  A reception was afterwards held at the Parish Hall to which over 50 guests were invited.  The presents numbered about 60 formed a very handsome collection, ,and included a silver tea-set cruet from Messrs S Ryder & Sons St. Albans, and the former colleagues of the bride employed there.  Mr & Mrs Parkins are taking up their residents at Ealing. [Gazette 8th November 1924]


1926 - Several changes were noted in Kelley's Directory for this year, but perhaps the most innovative being the coming of the telephone, as some residents were listed as having telephone numbers. The census returns of 1921 put the population up slightly at 772………………

19th April 1927: - The eldest daughter of the landlord of the Leather Bottle was married:





“Primrose Wedding” at Leverstock Green





Primroses and primrose colourings were features of a pretty wedding on Primrose Day (Tuesday) at Leverstock Green Parish Church when Miss Sibyl Seabrook,, elder daughter of Mr & Mrs Seabrook of Leverstock Green was  married to Mr. Edmund Bradbury Barnes Perkins, eldest son of the late Mr Thomas and Mrs Perkins also of Leverstock Green .  Yellow daffodils and primroses also figured largely in he floral decorations in the church, these remaining from  the Eastertide Festival.   There was a large gathering of relations and friends if the bride’s and bridegroom’s families at the service, which the vicar The Rev. A. Durrant conducted.  The bride, who was given away by her brother Mr Leslie Seabrook, wore a dress of cream charmeuse and silk lace, with an 18th century Spanish lace veil (lent by her aunt) this being held in position by trailing knots of orange blossom.  She carried a sheaf of Harriet lilies and white heather tied with streamer ribbons at the end of which were small knots of Primroses.  A retinue of five bridesmaids looked very pretty in dresses of crepe de chine turquoise blue caps trimmed with primroses and narrow chin straps and turquoise blue velvet, yellow socks and black patent shoes carrying posies of primroses.  They were the Misses Joan Seabrook (niece) Mary Martin (friend), Marie Chambers and Marjorie Dell (Cousins) and the bride’s two-year-old niece Madge Parkins. Mr Arthur Perkins attended his brother as best man.  The hymns “lead us Heavenly Father Lead Us”, and “Thine for ever God of love” were sung and as the bridal party left the church  Mendelssohn’s wedding March was played.  The bride’s brother Mr William Seabrook officiated at the organ.  Some sixty guests attended the reception which was held in the Parish Hall, later the bride and groom leaving fro Scotland, where the honeymoon is being spent.  The bride’s gift to the bridegroom was a gold ring, and each of the bridesmaids received a prayer book. The presents, numbering about 70, included, to the bride, a silver tea service from her former colleagues at Messrs Ryder and son St. Albans, and a case of cutlery from the directors of the firm, and to the bridegroom a case of fish servers from the village cricket team, of which he is captain. [Gazette 23rd April 1927]
