Monumental Inscriptions from Holy Trinity Church Churchyard:

161 – Maud Doggett died 22nd April 1936 aged 55 years/ Herbert George Doggett died 15th May 1960 aged 79 years

162 – George Doggett aged 63 who died April 16 (1911?)  Base only of broken headstone.

Extracts from the Leverstock Green Chronicle:

1889 - … The saddest news contained in the directory was that John Child had died and was therefore no longer the Parish Clerk, sub-postmaster and wheelwright.  Instead his position in the parish had been filled by George Doggett (George was listed in the 1881 census as an agricultural labourer.).

5th April 1902 - for the second year running, the Gazette published details of arguments taking place at the annual vestry meeting.

LEVERSTOCK GREEN BREEZY MEETING

To have been held on Monday in the Vestry room, but owing to  an unusual number of parishioners congregating it was adjourned to the schoolroom.  There were present Messrs. Jos. Bailey,  J K Hart, W Davis, A Seabrook, ( churchwardens)  W C Child  D Charge, W W Sears,  W. Parkins, WS Cook, F Goodenough, W Cooper, A Spacey,  G Doggett, Greenway, Timson and many others.  The vicar ( Rev. A Durrant) having taken the chair read the minutes and asked that they might be confirmed.

13th May 1905 -  The following account of a wedding in Leverstock Green appeared in the Gazette:

An extremely pretty wedding took place at the parish church of Holy Trinity Leverstock Green.  The contracting parties being Mr. Herbert Doggett, only son of M G Doggett who for many years has been sexton and Parish Clerk, and Miss Maud Seabrook of Leverstock Green.  The Vicar, the Rev. Arthur Durrant performed the ceremony, and the service was fully choral.  There was a large congregation of villagers to witness the event and much interest was evinced in the proceedings.  The bride was attired in a charming gown, the gift of her aunt and godmother.  The presents were formed a handsome and useful collection numbered upwards of 50. [Gazette 13th May 1905]

16th April 1906 -  The annual Easter Vestry was held in the schoolroom on Monday morning and well attended.  The vicar took the chair.  The first business was to examine the Churchwardens’ accounts for the new year.  These were presented by the Parish Warden (Mr. W.C.Childs) and showed an expenditure  of £48 12s 3 ½ d leaving a balance in hand.  The accounts were duly passed with a vote of thanks to the Churchwardens for their services during the past year.  The Vicar again appointed Mr.. Seabrook as his warden for the coming year and Mr.. W.W. Childs was unanimously elected as the people’s warden for the ensuing year.  Mr.. W.W. Sears was chosen to  represent the parish at the rural decanal conference.  Messrs Wright, Dell, Charge & Parkins were re-elected sidesmen.


After some discussion it was resolved to increase the insurance of the church from £2500 to £3000.  An application for a small increase in salary by Mr.. Doggett the sexton and caretaker was granted.  A vote of thanks to the chairman brought a very amiable meeting to an close.

Monday April 1st 1907  - The annual Easter vestry of Holy Trinity was held at 11 am in the schoolroom.

“Among those present were the Vicar, who presided, Messrs A. Seabrook & W C Child Church Wardens, W Sears, R.W Wright, F Dell & W Perkins (sidesman) J K Hart, G A Finch, P Webster, W Ingham, W Dell, and G Doggett.  Mr W C Child produced the Churchwarden’s accounts which once again showed a satisfactory balance in hand.  The Vicar again nominated Mr. A Seabrook as his churchwarden and the parishioners elected Mr W C Child.  The sidesman were re-elected en bloc.  Mr W W Sears was chosen to represent the parish at the Rural District Conference.  A vote of thanks for the chairman terminated the proceedings.” [Gazette 6th April 1907]

1908 - The entry for Kelly's Directory for this year shows that …………………… George Doggett was still the Parish Clerk………………….

16 April 1911 - Easter Sunday.  Holy Trinity’s Sexton, George Doggett died. The Gazette the following week carried this report:

On Easter Sunday there passed away, after a months illness Mr. George Doggett at the age of 63 years.  The deceased was a highly respected native of the village and he had been clerk and sexton for the long period of 20 years.  He leaves a widow with one son to mourn his loss.  On Thursday there were touching scenes at the largely attended funeral.   A choral service took place in the church. The body was met at the churchyard gate by the clergy and choir, headed by the cross.  The officiating clergy were the Rev. A. Durrant and the Rev. Lawrence GEE (vicar HEMEL HEMPSTEAD)

.................(There then followed details of the hymns sung and a list of the chief mourners and the messages on their floral tributes.)  [Gazette 21   April 1911]

Saturday 31st May 1919 -  There was a presentation in the village, reported the following week as follows:-

“On Saturday 31st May a presentation was made to Mr.. W.C. Child as an appreciation of his good work in the parish of Holy Trinity, Leverstock Green , as Sunday School teacher, people’s warden, and organist for many years.  The presentation took the form of a gold watch, with inscription, and an illuminated address, with list of subscribers as follows:

BURGLARY AT VICARAGE

EX-CAPTAIN IN THE DOCK

CHARGED WITH THEFTS AT LEVERSTOCK GREEN

A QUESTION OF IDENTITY

LENGTHY POLICE COURT CASE.

John Gage of no fixed abode was charged with stealing good worth £80 from the Leverstock Green Vicarage.  Mrs Durrant gave evidence that she, the vicar and their family had gone away on holiday in June leaving the vicarage in the charge of Mrs. Doggett who did not sleep in the house.  She also identified various items as belonging to the vicarage.

Various local residents were called to give evidence including the vicar, Mrs. Doggett,, Fred Dell (11 yr. old), George Fred Dell, Gladys DeBeggar, 

The prisoner pleaded not guilty and was remanded, to be tried at Quarter Sessions on October 13th.  Other charges were also brought against the defendant concerning crimes in St. Albans. [Gazette 8 October 1921]

2nd May 1936 - FUNERAL OF MRS DOGGETT, Leverstock Green 

Mrs Doggett. Wife of HG Dogget of Bridge Street Hemel Hempstead was the sister of Mr W J Seabrook and sister of Mrs V Steers both of Leverstock Green.  Rev F A Power form Hammerfield conducted the service.
